1. Police Department Operations and Performance Bi-Monthly Status Report.

2. Domestic Violence Prevention and Awareness Annual Report.

SJPD, Commander of the Family Violence Unit, Lieutenant Juan Ceballos and YWCA,
Program Director, Lindsey Mansfield offered the presentation and responded to
questions.

Action: Upon motion by Councilmember Sergio Jimenez, seconded by Councilmember
Raul Peralez and carried unanimously, the Committee accepted the annual report on the
City’s efforts related to domestic violence prevention and awareness for Fiscal Year

3. Technology-related Violence Mitigation Status Report.

SJPD, Deputy Chief, Ed Schroder; SJPD, Deputy Director, Judy Torrico; and CDIC,
Division Manager, Frank Carrubba offered the presentation and responded to questions.

Director of Employee Relations, Director of Human Resources, Jennifer Schembri and
Division Manager, Eric Fortes offered the presentation and responded to questions.

Councilmember Raul Peralez requested to know if the annual report could include
fraudulent claims such as disability claims of City employees. Director of Human
Resources, Jennifer Schembri stated due to confidentiality it could not be included, but
statistics could be included in the memorandum.

Action: Upon motion by Councilmember Sergio Jimenez, seconded by Vice Mayor
Chappie Jones and carried unanimously, the Committee accepted the annual report on the
City’s efforts to contain workers’ compensation costs and reduce claims for the Workers’
Compensation Program by focusing on wellness, health, and safety through the end of
Fiscal Year 2021-2022, also including an annual statistical overview of fraudulent claims
that coincides with the Worker’s Compensation Program Annual Report. (3-0-2. Absent:
Arenas, Mahan.)
